On top is the D-3W WARC Dipole for 30/17/12 meters. 
Below that is the 6 element 6 meter beam on a 20 foot boom. 

The tower supports an Inverted Vee for 80 and hopefully before winter 
it will support an Inverted L for 160 as well.   

There is a remote switch at the base of the tower. 
The beam is pointed EAST across the valley which is some 150-200 feet 

lower than the tower, providing a nice uncluttered takeoff angle. 
Other antennas at N4AA are on a 65 foot wood pole some 300 feet from 
the house and this tower.  It supports a Cushcraft A4S for 20/15/10 and 
a 2-40, 2 elements on 40 at 65 + feet.  They are fed by a single run of 

1/2 inch hardline, through a remote switch at the base of the pole.
